What is composting?
Composting is when leaves, grass, and othe ' r

r
organic material breaks down into a rich, —
soil-like substance.

What is a good size
for my compost pile?

Your compost pile should be a minimum
of 3 feet wide by 3 feet tall by 3 feet
deep in order to be large enough to
maintain the heat necessary for
composting. You can make a pile as
long as you want, but don't make it
more than 5 feet high.
