CONSTITUTION OF MICHIGAN OF 1963

8 36 General revision of laws; compilation of laws.

Sec. 36. No genera revision of the laws shall be made. The legislature may provide for a compilation of
the laws in force, arranged without alteration, under appropriate heads and titles.
