CONSTITUTION OF MICHIGAN OF 1963

8§ 3 Reduction of size of county.

Sec. 3. No organized county shall be reduced by the organization of new counties to less than 16 townships
as surveyed by the United States, unless approved in the manner prescribed by law by a majority of electors
voting thereon in each county to be affected.
